Council Meeting – Regular Minutes

Monday, April 10, 2012

Town Hall Council Chambers @ 7:00 PM 

A Regular Meeting of the Town of Basin Council was held in the Council Chambers of the Town Hall in Basin, WY on Tuesday, April 10, 2012 at 7:00 PM.

Council Members present: Mayor Amy Kania, Heath Hopkin, Deb Rathbun, and Lyle King.  Absent:  Dave Cooper.  Also present were Karla Pomeroy, Town Engineer Sherman Allred, Phil Juillard, Jennifer Triplett, Margie Triplett, Terry Triplett, Daryl Rapp, Rick Wheeler, Bo Miles, Steve Olson, Pat Olson, Maryann Wheeler, Bill Stoelk, Brenda Miles, Jeff Mumm, Don Small, Gary Meier, Steve Vanderploeg, Stacey Lesher, Chief of Police Chris Kampbell, and Clerk/Treasurer Danielle Chapman.

The Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.

Pledge of Allegiance.

The Mayor noted that Item L will be added to the Agenda regarding WY lite and there will be training available at end of month by the Wyoming Rural Water Assoc.
Lyle King made the motion and Deb Rathbun seconded to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  1) Minutes from the Regular Council Meeting on 3/13/12, and the Council Workshop Minutes from 4/3/12, contingent on some minor grammatical corrections;  2)  March Financial Report; 3)  Vouchers $206,996.65 + Payroll $44,438.39 Totaling $251,435.04; 4)  Municipal Court Report; 5)  Delinquent Accounts:  $102,400.37 (30 days-Current), $14,999.61 (60 days), and $19,263.84 (90 days).  The vote to approve the Consent Agenda was unanimous.

Public Comments:  Phil Juillard asked about the schedule for the Budget readings. Don Small:  Questioned certain funds in the town budget funding other areas and rate increases.  Daryl Rapp asked the Council about the status of the Sewer repairs that were done this winter as a few manholes need more fill.  Steve Vanderploeg will follow-up with the contractor. Public comments closed at 7:13.

The Mayor reminded the Council of the Master Plan Special meetings advertising for the 24th of April at 7:00 pm and also the 10th of May will be a joint town council and P&Z, perhaps at the fire hall.

The AD HOC COMMITTEE for Garbage has a survey finalized and ready to be mailed.

6th Penny Committee Update: Dave Cooper absent to give update but Mayor Kania had an idea presented to her that solar panels be installed on all Town facilities and then go use the savings towards recreation items throughout town.

ORDINANCE 610:  Regarding Peddlers, Itinerant Vendors and Itinerant Merchants. Kent Richens suggested that we define a peddler, Itinerant Vendors and Itinerant merchants.  Lyle King made a motion to adopt on first reading, Deb Rathbun seconded.  Discussion:  Recommendation to remove the “in Big Horn County” for farm products so that it opens it up to others outside the County too.  Lyle amended his motion to include the definitions for the (3 listed) and also to remove the “in Big Horn County” (other wording) and change to from within Wyoming.  Deb amended her second. Vote to adopt on first reading was unanimous.

ORDINANCE 611:  Building Permits. Adopt on 1st Reading, Heath Hopkin made the motion, Lyle King seconded, Discussion:  there were questions from the audience about the building permit requirement so Mayor Kania read the whole ordinance in place currently.  The motion carried with a unanimous vote.

ORDINANCE 612:  Garbage Rates.  Motion to approve 612 as presented Deb Rathbun, Lyle King seconded, no discussion, no public comment, the vote carried with a unanimous vote.  

Resolution:  2012-0410-01 Funeral Leave Paid Time off Benefit.  This will add Bereavement leave as a paid benefit. Mayor Kania explained some history and wording from Powell’s policy manual, she recommend adoption of this resolution. Heath Hopkin made the motion, Lyle King seconded the motion, no discussion, and the vote passed unanimously.

Amy talked to the REA about the Line Truck and they did accept the $2000 over the proposed purchase price.  A Budget Amendment and public hearing will be in May at the Workshop.  

A request has been received to get Raw Water service to the Triplett’s on the east side of Town. The proposed route is to follow the undeveloped end of B-street and cross a town owned easement to get to the property. The Wheeler’s who live along the proposed route were present for the discussion. The Mayor recommended a motion to table at this time until she and Kent Richens can sit down with both parties to discuss the route and any other alternative routes. Heath Hopkin made that motion, Lyle King seconded.  The vote was unanimous.    

Previously tabled:  Request for Garbage Service by Non-Resident.  Heath Hopkin motion for him to exhaust all other service options after we say no, and then if they won’t then he can come back:  Deb Rathbun made the motion not to serve him at his location.  Lyle King seconded Heath’s motion.  Deb Rathbun’s motion died for lack of a second.  Lyle King said this is the reservation that we want to take, to have them exhaust their options, annex or give an annexation agreement, and most of these currently are not contiguous.  Mayor Kania stated that we should remember that the other services are not offered and we should not stretch ourselves out that far so that we do not get ourselves into bad situation with in town residents subsidizing out of town users.   Vote to deny service carried unanimously.  

For other out of town users Heath Hopkin suggested sending a letter giving the annexation option or outside hauler information.  Lyle King asked if we know the financial impact this would create.  We would lose $265.65/month in revenue, but there is no way to quantify how much cost we will save.  The consensus of the Council is that Mayor Kania puts together a letter giving 75 days’ notice, given the opportunity to annex if currently contiguous, offers them to enter into agreement if they may become contiguous, and then also give the information on outside haulers.  

Previously Tabled: Welcome to Basin Sign Funding.  The Town has already committee to half the funding to be reimbursed by the grant. Mayor Kania stated that looking at the financials and looking at the Capital project fund, right now we have budgeted $10,482.00 over by the end of the year, and we do have also cash reserves in an account.  The Chamber has requested $1000.00 in additional funding.  Deb Rathbun wants to see the project, but can’t justify the tax dollars; if we can in-kind then she supports that all the way.  Lyle King noted the Master Plan survey was improving the downtown appearance, and Lyle King made a motion that the Town of Basin donate a compromised $700 to the Welcome to Basin signs, with the stipulation we hold until they have the funding in place and its earmarked for that project, Heath Hopkin seconded the motion.  Amy Kania asked what Kent thought about the appropriateness of this donation.  The Town is a member of the Chamber and pays dues, so it is not inappropriate.   Vote: Heath Hopkin, Lyle King, Amy Kania – Yay. Deb Rathbun – Nay.

Residential Relending Loan Agreement, the Town if waiting on a final agreement from the Wyoming Business Council. Mayor Kania will forward Kent Richens suggestions for the agreement to the WBC.

WYlite Energy Study has come back for the BCAC.  Mayor Kania said she has forwarded the recommendations to the BCAC.  Mayor Kania asked if we would like to do this study for other town facilities? Heath Hopkin would like it to rest for a bit.  Deb Rathbun was concerned about the time for the office to track the monthly energy costs.

Ron Vanderpool from the City of Worland is working with the Rural Water to do council training for Council Members for asset management and rate schedules.  Mayor Kania reminded the Council of this training opportunity.

Heath Hopkin made a motion to go into executive session for purpose of discussing personnel at 8:46 PM and Lyle King seconded, the motion carried with a unanimous vote.

The Council came out of Executive Session at 9:00. Dave Cooper made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting, Lyle King seconded. Vote to adjourn at 9:01 was unanimous.
