TOWN OF BASIN, WORKSHOP MEETING MINUTES 
Tuesday, May 1, 2012
TOWN HALL COUNCIL CHAMBERS @ 6:00 PM

Roll Call:  Mayor Kania, Council Members: Lyle King, Deb Rathbun, and Dave Cooper.  Absent:  Heath Hopkin

Also Present:  Stacey Lesher, Steve Vanderploeg, Mike Dellos, Karla Pomeroy, Sherman Allred, Phil Juillard, Matt Schafer, Bo Miles, Carl Olsen, Chief of Police Chris Kampbell, and Clerk/Treasurer Danielle Chapman.  

Mayor Kania called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm with the first agenda item being the budget review.  Mayor Kania reviewed the history and proposed budgets as well as Health Insurance Premiums, Wages, and Gottsche Wellness Benefits.  Ordinance No. 613 was introduced as an Ordinance provide for the annual appropriations for the Town of Basin, Wyoming for the fiscal year of July 1, 2012, to June 30, 2013.  Dave Copper made the motion to approve Ordinance 613 on 1st Reading, Lyle King seconded the motion and the motion carried with a unanimous vote.

Public Hearing for Budget Amendment at 7:00 PM and closed at 7:03 PM.  There were no public comments.  Lyle King made a motion to pass the Resolution #2012-0501-01, regarding a budget transfer from Unanticipated Reserve to Unanticipated Expenses for Electric Capital Vehicles, Deb seconded the motion and the motion carried with a unanimous vote.

Matt Schafer appeared before the Council to discuss possible annexation options for    Frontier mini storage. This request was forwarded to the Planning Commission for review.  

Dave Cooper made a motion to approve the line truck purchase voucher in the amount of $37,000.00, Lyle King seconded the motion and the motion carried with a unanimous vote.

City Attorney Kent Richens and Mayor Kania met with the Triplett’s regarding their raw water request.   The Wheeler’s were also present for the meeting and it was productive but the route was not finalized for recommendation back to the Council.

Kristy Michaels with the Cent$ible Nutrition Program send an email requesting  the rental fee for the use of the Chamber Meeting Room be waived.   The Council agreed that the Town that we cannot accommodate this request at this time, but will suggest other locations that may be suitable to her needs.

Ordinance 610, 2nd Reading regarding Peddler, Itinerant Vendors and Itinerant Merchant Ordinance.  Lyle motion to approve with changes on 2nd reading, Deb Rathbun seconded the motion.  Discussion:   The Council asked if this has gone to Kent Richens, Mayor Kania said yes and he will respond when he returns from out of town.  The vote to approve the motion was unanimous.

Ordinance 611.  Removing the discrepancy of fees regarding Building permit Fees.  Lyle King made the motion to approve the correction.  Dave Cooper seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

Residential Relending Program status update:  The application/agreement is still at the Attorney Generals’ office.  

Keith Pederson has given his resignation to the Planning Commission.  One application has been received for this committee. The consensus was to reopen the position and let others apply.  Deb Rathbun made the motion to reopen this, Dave Cooper seconded it and the vote was unanimous.  Forms are available at Town Office.

6th Penny Projects:  At the last Mayor meeting, all Towns besides Basin and Byron had selected a project.  The resolution to get on the General Election Ballot will have to be constructed now so Towns were asked to come back to a May 3rd Mayor’s meeting with a project and cost if their town is interested.  Mayor Kania stated that we could choose not put a project in but she feels we owe it to the citizens a project on the list to vote on so that the voters decide. Deb hates to tie up the 6th cent when we may need it for future projects.  The discussion came down to priority.  So we make the Town more attractive by bringing in residents and keeping them or do we choose utility services to improve the infrastructure. Lyle stated that this type of project for a rec center doesn’t have a lot of options for applying for funding.  Deb said she would rather rip up a block at a time do sewer, gutter, sidewalk and curb and move on.  Lyle King made a motion that the council directs the mayor to generically submit a project that reflects a rec center not a defined building at this point using the figures as discussed, and we use a figure that reflects renovations of an existing facility, O&M and completing the Town Annex.  Community Center/Annex was agreed upon.  Dave Cooper seconded the motion.  The motion carried with 3 yays – Dave Cooper, Lyle King and Amy Kania. 1 nay - Deb Rathbun.  

Donnell and Allred request.  Previous agreement was from 1988.  The base fee is the only thing that is requesting a change; the rest will stay as is.  Change from base of $250/month to $750/month.  This is for the Council to review and will be brought back next Tuesday at the May 8 meeting.  

Lyle King made the motion to make Amy Kania the voting delegate at the WAM convention in June, Dave Cooper seconded and the vote was unanimous.

Garbage Update:

Recycling group is ready to purchase a baler. Once received and setup. More information will go out to businesses to figure out location of cardboard dumpsters.

PD Update:  Chris Kampbell was given permission to begin the process for the new PD car to arrive in the new fiscal year.  The Big Horn County Sheriff’s Office would like to make an Amendment of Modification of Contract with the Basin PD.  There is a new term of renewing that will be every 100 days instead of an annual. Dave Cooper made Motion to approve the amendment of modification that would give us a 100 day term, Lyle King seconded and the motion carried with a unanimous vote. 

Water Update:  Steve Vanderploeg gave an update form the Wyoming Rural Water Training this past month. Lyle King Gave an update from the training in Worland.

Public works:  Steve Vanderploeg stated that the crew is working on cemetery clean-up for Memorial Day.  Raw Water had some hiccups but it is all good now.  Multi-gas meters have been purchased for the manhole entry that is required of the crew.   One will stay in Mike Dellos’ truck and then the other will be shared amongst the rest of the crew.  A curb was poured around the playground equipment at Lark Park, along with weed stop and pea gravel.  The bathrooms are up and operating in the park.  Dave Cooper stated that he saw Shawn on the blade and asked if he is getting more comfortable and will be attending a class later in the month to familiarize him more with the process.  Dave was going to see if Shawn could attend a WYDOT training.  

Electric Update:  Stacey will give recommendations at the next Workshop Council meeting.  Mecklam Acres is progressing with Engineering plans but still waiting on final easment.  REA plans to rebuild their transmission line. The earliest they will start is November, but most likely will be early next year.  They are looking at issues of having to work while the line is hot.  Mayor Kania will be contacting RMPower in case of an emergency arrangement, in the form of a legal document agreement.  The project to complete a transmission loop between substation also needs to be pushed up so the Mayor will be calling a special meeting when the engineering and costs are more finalized in a few weeks. 

Administration Updates:  Dates to remember.  Next workshop meeting on budget in June will be at 7:00 PM.  

Building permits:  Ron Vanderpool, Fence and enclosure, Craig Jones, Interior Remodel Fountain Sandwich & Soup Shop, Bill & Denise Teppert, 706 South 8th Street, Storage Shed and House Skirting, Ruth Zeller, 506 S 9th Street, Fire Damage Repair.  Lyle King made the motion to approve the Building permits contingent on Steve Vanderploeg’s pending approval on the Vanderpool project, Deb Rathbun seconded the motion and the motion carried with a unanimous vote.

Dave Cooper made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel at 9:28 PM, Deb Rathbun Seconded the motion and the motion carried.

The Council returned to regular session at 9:40 pm.

There being no further business to discuss, Dave Cooper made the motion to adjourn the Regular Council Meeting at 9:41 PM, Lyle King seconded and the motion carried.
